It can therefore be used as an invisible, impregnating, graffiti-resistant, 
UV-stable coating for porous substrate surfaces, regardless of whether the surface is a natural stone such as sandstone, concrete or 
Terracotta or stone panelling. Floor or wall coatings, building fronts or bridges can be included in the scope of application for this 
product. Since Nanoflex® ANTIGRAFFITI only applies an ultra-thin coating on the inside of the pores, the substrates remain 
breathable after the coating as well.

APPLICATION INFORMATION 
 
 
Besides spraying, dipping, brushing or application with a sheepskin roller is also possible. This is normally combined with an increased 
consumption however. 
 
 
 
Removing Graffiti: 
 
We recommend brushing in the area with a gel-like, chemical Graffiti remover with a Pyrrolidone base or a remover-gel. The Graffiti 
remover dissolves dried paint.  
 
Wait until the sprayed paint dissolves (a few minutes) and wash the Graffiti remover and dissolved paint off with a cloth. The cloths 
should be collected and disposed of in accordance with the European Waste Catalogue waste classification code. This process may 
have to be repeated several times in cases.  
 
Spray existing residue with the Graffiti remover with a high-pressure cleaner (max. 50-60 bar) afterwards. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Curing times: 
 
Just a few minutes after application, Nanoflex® 

ANTIGRAFFITI has stabilised to the point that it is possible to 
walk on it with soft and clean shoes.  
 
 
Complete hardening is achieved within 24 to 48 hours with a 
dry subsurface (ambient temperature 20°C). The hardening 
time may differ at other ambient temperatures. 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

Consumption: 
 
The consumption depends on the absorbency of the substrate 
and is between 30 and 200 ml/m². One litre will therefore 
protect a surface of from 5 to over 30 m2. 
 
Storage duration: 
 
The stable storage duration is at least 12 months in the 
unopened original packaging. 
After opening the container, Nanoflex® ANTIGRAFFITI should 
be applied quickly.
